RUSSIAN VISA REGISTRATION RULES

According to Russian migration law, you must register your visa within (7) SEVEN business days upon

arrival in Russia. If you stay in Russia, less than 7 (seven) business days, you do not need to register.

The registration must be completed by the receiving entity. Please note that the receiving entity is not necessarily the same as the inviting organization or hotel indicated on the person's visa invitation but the actual host company, hotel or person a foreigner is visiting in Russia

1. IF YOU ARE STAYING AT A HOTEL, please have the hotel stamp your registration card. This can be

done free of charge or for a nominal fee. If the hotel is not authorized to register your visa, please see #2

2. IF YOU ARE STAYING AT A PRIVATE RESIDENCE, Your host/landlord must register your visa. A

landlord must be a Russian citizen officially registered (have a so called “propiska”) at the same

apartment. A landlord must apply for your registration at the local post office, or police station (in Moscow)

or department of Federal Migration Service (commonly known as OVIR) in other cities. A landlord will

need to fill out a notification form  and include:

(1) a copy of your passport (page with photo and vital information)

(2) a copy o your visa

(3) migration card.

The bottom part of Notification form  will be given back. This tear-off receipt must be kept with you throughout your entire stay in Russia. Upon departure, your landlord must submit/mail it to migration

authorities within 48 hours. If your landlord does not return this receipt to authorities, they may assume that you

overstayed your visa and it may make your future plans to visit Russia difficult.
